Selecting fine audio equipment such as the unit you've just purchased is only the start of your
musical enjoyment. Now it's time to consider how you can maximize the fun and excitement

One that lets the sound come through loud and clear without annoying blaring or distortion and,
most importantly, without affecting your sensitive hearing.

So what sounds “normal” can actually
be loud and harmful to your hearing. Guard against this by setting your equipment at a safe level

® Slowly increase the sound until you can hear it comfortably and clearly and without distortion.

Once you have established a comfortable sound level:
® Set the dial and leave it there.

POWER SOURCE

Your SMPS-550 is designed to operate using the included 120V~ 60Hz AC adaptor or 4 ‘AAA
(UM-4) batteries (Not included). Do not attempt to operate SMPS-550 from any other power
source. You could cause damage to SMPS-550 and void your warranty.
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GETTING STARTED

A. BATTERY OPERATION

For best performance and longer operating time, we recommend using alkaline-type batteries.
1. Remove the Door of Battery Compartment on the Back Cabinet.

2. Following the polarity diagram as shown in the battery compartment insert 4 ‘AAA

(UM-4) batteries then replace the Door. @

IMPORTANT: Be sure that the batteries are installed correctly. Wrong polarity may damage the
unit and void the warranty.

BATTERY CARE

1. Use only the size and type of batteries specified.

2. Do not mix old and new batteries.

3. Do not mix alkaline, standard (carbon-zinc) or rechargeable (nickel-cadmium) batteries.

4. If the unit is not to be used for an extended period of time, remove the batteries. Old or leaking
batteries can cause damage to the unit and may void the warranty.

5. Do not try to recharge batteries not intended to be recharged; they can overheat and rupture.
(Follow battery manufacturer’s directions).

6. Do not dispose of batteries in fire, batteries may leak or explode.

7. Remove exhausted batteries from the unit, dispose promptly and properly.

B. AC OPERATION

Insert one end of the AC adaptor (Included) into the DC Jack on the back of the SMPS-550 and
plug the AC adaptor end into a wall outlet with a 120V~ 60Hz power supply.

The System will automatically disconnect the batteries and operate from the AC Power adaptor.

OPERATING THE iPad

1. There is a rubber pad included with the SMPS-550. If you are going to use an iPad 2, please
make sure the rubber pad is placed in the center of the X-Frame prior to inserting your iPad.

2. Open the two Corner Clips.

3. Insert the iPad into the Frame.

4. Close the Corner Clips and make sure the iPad is held in place firmly.

5. Slide the Power button on the back of the Frame to “ON”. The Blue LED will illuminate when
the power is ON.

7. Plug the 3.5mm AUX IN plug into the iPad’s headphone jack.

8. Rotate the Stand on the back to landscape or portrait orientations as desired.




9. Start playing you music or movies from the iPad. The Volume level will be controlled by the
volume control on the iPad.

NOTE: The SMPS-550 is specially designed for iPad, but it can also be connected to the head-
phone jack of your iPod, iPhone, MP3 or other digital audio player for audio amplification.
