This AM/FM CD Player operates on 8 x ‘LR14’ (‘C’) batteries (not included) or from AC 120V~ 60Hz line power
supply. Do not attempt to operate the radio on any other power source. You could cause damage to the unit
and void your warranty.

Please be sure the power outlet you plug this unit into is working and receives constant (unswitched) power.

A. AC OPERATION
When the AC power cord (included) is connected to the AC INPUT Socket at the back of the unit and the
other end to a wall outlet with AC 120V ~ 60Hz power supply, the unit will disconnect the batteries
automatically, and operate from AC power instead.

PLAY MODE

1.  Slide the Function Switch to the “CD” position. The LCD backlight turns on.

2.  Open the CD DOOR by pressing the CD DOOR where OPEN/CLOSE is mark, load a CD with the label
side facing upward and then close the CD door.

3. Disc information (total number of tracks) will appear on the LCD display.

4. Press »/ll (PLAY/PAUSE BUTTON) to start playing the CD. The PLAY/PAUSE “»” will light steadily.

5.  While playing, press P/l to pause, the PLAY/PAUSE Indicator “»” and the track no. will flash. Press
» /Il again to resume playing.

6. Adjust the VOLUME CONTROL to the desired volume level.

7. Press m (STOP BUTTON) to stop playing.

NOTE: If skipping occurs during CD play, try turning the volume down.
Do not open the CD DOOR when a CD is playing.

REPEAT MODE

Repeat 1

When the REPEAT BUTTON is pressed once, the REPEAT 1 INDICATOR, “REPEAT 1", will light steadily.
The current track will be repeated until it is interrupted.

Repeat All

When the REPEAT BUTTON is pressed twice, the REPEAT ALL INDICATOR, “REPEAT ALL”, will light
steadily. The whole disc will be played continuously.

To Cancel Repeat Function: Press the REPEAT BUTTON until the repeat indicator is off.

SKIP AND SEARCH MODE

1. During Play or Pause mode, tap the SKIP FORWARD "»» / »»|" or SKIP BACKWARD "4« / |4 «"
BUTTON to go to the next track or go back to the beginning of the current track.

2. During play mode or Pause mode, press and hold the SEARCH FORWARD "»» / »»|" or SEARCH
BACKWARD "« « /|4 «€"BUTTON to search within the current track with audible high speed playback.
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PROGRAM PLAY MODE
This function allows music tracks to be played in a programmed sequence.
NOTE: Program can only be setin STOP mode.

1. Press the PROGRAM BUTTON once. Program No. 01 will appear briefly then change to “00” in the LCD
DISPLAY and blink together the PROGRAM INDICATOR, “PROG”.

2. Press the SKIP FORWARD "»» / »»|" or SKIP BACKWARD "4« / | 4<«" BUTTON to select the
track to be programmed.

3. Press the PROGRAM BUTTON again to store the selection. Program No. 02 will appear briefly then
change to “00” in the LCD DISPLAY and blink together the PROGRAM INDICATOR, “PROG” to prompt
for the next input. You may repeat steps #2 to #3 to program up to 20 tracks.

4. Press » /Il BUTTON to complete and start program play. Press B to stop. To resume program play,
press the PROGRAM BUTTON followed by the »/Il BUTTON.

5. Normally all the programmed tracks will be played through once and then stop. However, you may use
the REPEAT function to repeatedly play a certain track (Repeat 1) or all tracks in the program (Repeat
All). You may also tap the SKIP FORWARD "»» / »»|" BUTTON to go directly to other tracks ahead
or tap the SKIP BACKWARD "4« / |4 <«€" BUTTON to go back to previous track(s) during program
play.

6. To view the programmed tracks, in program play stop mode press the PROGRAM BUTTON once. The
LCD DISPLAY will show the Program No. “01” briefly followed by the Track No. of the first programmed
track. Press the PROGRAM BUTTON repeatedly to display the Track No. of the programmed track one
by one.

7. To edit a programmed track, use "'»» / »p|" BUTTON or "4« / | 4 «€¢" BUTTON to select a new
track and press PROGRAM BUTTON to confirm. To skip forward, press PROGRAM BUTTON until
you reach the program number whose track you want to change.

8. To cancel program play, slide the FUNCTION switch to AM, FM or AUX IN position or simply open the
CD DOOR in stop mode.

9. To turn the CD Player off, slide the FUNCTION SWITCH to “AUX IN”. The LCD backlight goes off.

AUX IN OPERATION

This CD Player provides the AUX IN JACK to enjoy your iPod, MP3 player music.

1. Slide the FUNCTION SWITCH to the AUX IN position.

2. Connect the headphone jack of your external device and the AUX IN JACK located on the top of this CD
player. (The connection cable is not included.) The CD player is now turned on once the AUX IN jack is
plugged.

Start to play your iPod, MP3 player or other audio device.

Slowly adjust both the volume controls on your CD player and the external device.

Turn off your iPod, MP3 player etc. when finish listening. To turn the CD player off unplug the AUX IN
jack.
