PLAY MODE

1. Slide the FUNCTION SELECTOR (#29) to the @/CD/AUX position.

3. Disc information (total number of tracks) will appear on the LED DISPLAY (#13).

4. Press CD PLAY/PAUSE PIIBUTTON (#23) to start playing the CD; the PLAY/PAUSE
INDICATOR (#20) will light steadily.

5. While playing, press the PLAY/PAUSE Pl BUTTON (#23) to pause, the PLAY/PAUSE
INDICATOR (#20) will flash. Press PLAY/PAUSE PIIBUTTON (#23) again to resume
playing.

6. Adjust the VOLUME CONTROL (#28) to the desired volume level.

7. Press CD STOP B BUTTON (#16) to stop playing.

8. To turn off the CD player, slide the FUNCTION SELECTOR (#29) to OFF/TAPE position.

NOTE: If skipping occurs during CD play, try turning the volume down. Do not open the CD
DOOR when a CD is playing.

REPEAT MODE

Repeat 1:

Tap the REPEAT BUTTON (#17), the REPEAT INDICATOR (#21) will flash. The current track
will be repeated until it is interrupted.

Repeat All:
Tap the REPEAT BUTTON (#17) again, the REPEAT INDICATOR (#21) will light up and stay
lit. The whole disc will be played repeatedly.

To Cancel Repeat Function:
Tap the REPEAT BUTTON (#17) again. The REPEAT INDICATOR (#21) will turn off.

SKIP AND SEARCH MODE

1. During Play or Pause mode, tap the CD SKIP+ »» BUTTON (#15) or CD SKIP- <<«
BUTTON (#22) to go to the next track or go back to the beginning of the current track.

2. During play mode or Pause mode, press and hold the SEARCH CD F.FWD M BUTTON
(#11) or CD REWIND 44 BUTTON (#18) to search within the current track with audible
high speed playback.

This function allows music tracks to be played in a programmed sequence.

Press the PROGRAM BUTTON (#10) once. The program number 01 and the PROGRAM

INDICATOR (#14) on the LED DISPLAY both will flash.

Press the CD SKIP+»» BUTTON (#15) or CD SKIP- <4« BUTTON (#22) to select the

track to be programmed.

Press the PROGRAM BUTTON (#10) again to store the selection. The LED DISPLAY

(#13) will advance to 02 and flash to prompt for the next input.

You may repeat steps 2 to 3 to program up to 20 tracks. As soon as you have entered the

20th track, the LED DISPLAY (#13) will automatically show the programmed tracks one by

one in their correct sequence starting from the first. At the end of program review, program
number 01 and the PROGRAM INDICATOR (#14) on the LED DISPLAY (#13) will both
flash.

Press the CD PLAY/PAUSE PIIBUTTON (#23) to complete and start program play. The

PROGRAM INDICATOR (#14) on the LED display will light up. Press the CD STOP B

BUTTON (#16) to stop.

Normally all the programmed tracks will be played through once and then stop. However,

you may use the REPEAT function to repeatedly play a certain track (Repeat 1) or all

1. Check your Bluetooth enabled device and make sure the Bluetooth feature is turned on.
Refer to manual of your smartphone or external Bluetooth enabled device if needed
Slide the FUNCTION SELECTOR (#29) to the @/CD/AUX position.

Press and hold the BLUETOOTH @ BUTTON (#23) to enter Bluetooth mode.

“bt” will flash on the LED DISPLAY (#13) and the unit will go into Pairing mode.

Enable the Bluetooth function of the device you want to link to and enable the search or

scan function to find the CD-550BT.

6. Select "CD-550BT" from the list when it appears on your device screen. If required, enter

the pass code “0000” to pair (link) CD-550BT with your device.

7. If you are pairing (linking) your computer to the speaker using Bluetooth, you may need to

set the CD-550BT as your computer’s default sound device.

8. After successfully pairing the CD-550BT with your Bluetooth device, The “bt” will stop

flashing and remain lit.

9. If you want to pair (link) the CD-550BT with another Bluetooth device, press and hold the

BLUETOOTH PAIR BUTTON (#16) a few seconds. The “bt” will flash. The CD-550BT wiill
go into Pairing/Discoverable mode. Repeat steps 4 & 5.

Now you can play music from your Bluetooth device wirelessly to the CD-550BT.

1. Select your favorite song, press the Play/Pause »Il Button on your Bluetooth device or the
CD PLAY/PAUSE w1l BUTTON (#23) on the CD-550BT to play or pause the song from
your Bluetooth device.

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AUX IN OPERATION

This unit provides an AUX IN JACK (#25) for connecting external audio devices like MP3
players, CD players, smart phones and iPods (except iPod shuffle 3rd generation) to listen to
your external source through the speakers of this system.

1. You need an audio cable (not included) with one 3.5 mm stereo plug on each end of the
cable.

2. Plug one end of the cable into the AUX IN JACK (#25) located on the left-hand side of the
unit and the other end of the cable into the Line-out Jack or Headphone Jack of your
external audio device.

3. Turn on the external audio device.

4. Turn on the unit by setting the FUNCTION SELECTOR (#29) to @/CD/AUX position.

5. The volume level can now be controlled through the VOLUME CONTROL (#28) of the
unit. Operate all other functions on the auxiliary device as usual.

6. Setthe FUNCTION SELECTOR (#29) to OFF/TAPE position to turn off the unit.

Notes:

e If you connected the Line-out Jack on your external device then you only need to adjust
the volume control of this system. If you connected the Headphone Jack of your external
device then you may need to adjust both the volume control of your external device and
the volume control of this system to find the most desirable volume setting.

¢ Remove the audio cable from AUX IN JACK (#25) when you finish listening. Don't forget
to switch off the power on your external device as well.

USING HEADPHONES (NOT INCLUDED

Inserting the plug of your headphones into the HEADPHONES JACK (#26) will enable you to
listen to the Bluetooth, CD, AUX, Radio or Cassette music in private. When using
headphones, the Built-in Speakers will be disconnected.

CAUTION:

e Avoid excessive volume levels for long period of time when using the earphones.
Prolonged use at high levels may impair your hearing.

e Keep the volume at a reasonable level even if your headset is an open-air type designed
to allow you to hear outside sounds. Please note that excessively high volume may still
block outside sounds.
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CARE AND MAINTENANCE

Do not subject the unit to excessive force, shock, dust or extreme temperature.

Do not tamper the internal components of the unit.

Clean your unit with a dry cloth. Solvent or detergent should never be used.

Avoid leaving your unit in direct sunlight or in hot, humid or dusty places.

Keep your unit away from heating appliances and sources of electrical noise such as
fluorescent lamps or motors.

If drop-outs or interruptions occur in the music during CD play,

or if the CD fails to play at all, its bottom surface may require

cleaning. Before playing, wipe the disc from the center

outwards with a good soft cleaning cloth.

ABOUT CASSETTE TAPES

Whenever you record on a cassette any previously recorded material is erased as the new
material is recorded. To prevent you from accidentally erasing material which you wish to
save, blank cassettes are equipped with erase prevention tabs for each side of the tape. If
the erase prevention tab for side A is removed, you cannot accidentally record on side A. The
Record e key cannot be depressed if the erase prevention tab on the cassette has been
removed.

To prevent accidental erasing on side A of a cassette use a small screw driver or similar tool
to break off the erase prevention tab for side A. This prevents the record key form locking.

If later you do wish to record on side A of the cassette, cover the tab opening with a piece of
cellophane tape. This will allow the Record e to function again.
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CASSETTE CARE

Two common causes of trouble experienced when using cassettes are:

1) Tape Jamming — Leading to uneven speed in playback, and

2) Tape Tangling — Where the tape wraps itself around vital parts of the
mechanism.

To reduce the likelihood of these problems occurring, the following precautions should be

observed:

® Check that there are no loose layers of tape visible through the cassette center window
(see Fig. 1). Take up any loose layers, using a pencil or hexagonal barreled ballpoint pen,
before inserting the cassette into the machine (see Fig.2)

® |f the cassette feels tight while performing operation shown (see Fig.2), the tape may be
jamming due to ridges formed in the winding of the tape (visible through the center
window). These may be removed, in most cases, by fast winding of the cassette from one
end to the other and back again.

® Use only well-known brands of tape. Avoid use of C-120 cassettes.

Furthermore, do not expose cassettes to direct sunlight, dust or oil, and do not touch the
tape surfaces.

HEAD CLEANING

The tape heads, pinch roller and capstan require periodic cleaning. This removes particles of
the metal oxide coating that wear off the tape and accumulate on these parts and impair
performance. Switch off the power, press the CASSETTE STOP/EJECT B 4 BUTTON (#5)
to open the cassette door, and press the CASSETTE PLAY 4 BUTTON (#8). Clean the tape
heads, pinch roller and capstan with a soft cloth or cotton pad dampened in isopropyl alcohol
or special tape head cleaner.
