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POWER SOURCE

A 3.7V DC rechargeable lithium battery is installed in JEP-175. Slide the ON/OFF SWITCH (#18)
to the ON position to turn on the unit. Tap the MODE BUTTON (#9) repeatedly to select Bluetooth,
FM, AUX or USB mode. Indicator lights on the top panel will help confirm what mode you are in.

Lithium Battery Safety Instructions

Do not burn or bury batteries. Do not puncture or crush. Do not disassemble. Recycle
Lithium batteries. Do not dispose of in the trash.

USB POWER

The unit has a DC IN (USB-C) JACK (#16) on the front of the unit.

1.Use the USB-C plug side of a 5V DC, 1A output AC adaptor (not included), and connect it to the
DC IN (USB-C) JACK (#16) on the front of the unit.

2.Ensure plug the AC adaptor into an 120V AC, 60Hz household outlet.

Note: The USB power adaptor (not included) described above is the same type commonly used
with smartphones. A USB to USB-C cord is also required for charging the unit via the USB-C jack
located on the front of the unit.

SOLAR POWER

1. A 3.7V rechargeable Li-ion Battery is installed in the unit.

2. Put the unit in direct sunlight, making sure the SOLAR PANEL (#20) of the unit is facing towards
the sun. If the sunlight is strong enough, the red LED of the POWER INDICATOR (#17) will light
indicating the unit is charging when the unit Is off. More power is generated the longer you leave
the unit in direct sunlight.

Note: If the battery is completely drained, it may require very long exposure to direct sunlight in

order to charge the battery using the solar panel. You should use the USB POWER if you need to
use the radio immediately.
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BLUETOOTH OPERATION

1.Slide the ON/OFF SWITCH (#18) to the ON position to turn on the unit. The unit will enter
Bluetooth mode automatically.

The multi colors LED accent lights in speaker will turn on and flash. Tap the SPEAKER LIGHT
BUTTON (#1) repeatedly to turn it on or off.

2.The BLUETOOTH €} LED INDICATOR (#4) will turn on and flash. A beep tone is to confirm the
unit switched to Bluetooth mode.

3.Turn on the Bluetooth function of your device and enable the search or scan function to find the
JEP-175.

4.Select the JEP-175 from the device list when it appears on your device’s screen. If required,
enter the pass code “0000” to pair (link) the JEP-175 with your device.

5.1f you are pairing (linking) your computer to the JEP-175 using Bluetooth, you may need to set
the JEP-175 as your computer’s default sound device.

6.After pairing the JEP-175 with your Bluetooth device successfully, the BLUETOOTH @ LED
INDICATOR (#4) will light steadily. A connected tone will be heard to confirm the unit is connected
to your device.

7.1f you want the JEP-175 to pair with another Bluetooth device, press and hold the PLAY/PAUSE
»I BUTTON (#10) until BLUETOOTH € LED INDICATOR (#4) flashes. A disconnected tone will
be heard to confirm the unit is disconnected from your device. The unit will go into Pairing/
Discoverable mode.

8.Repeat steps 3 & 4.

Now you can play music from your Bluetooth device wirelessly to the JEP-175.

1. Select a song and press the Play/Pause Button on your Bluetooth device or tap the
PLAY/PAUSE I BUTTON (#10) on the JEP-175 to play or pause the Bluetooth device playback.
2. During PLAY mode, tap TUNE + BUTTON (#11), the player will go to next track. Tap the
TUNE - BUTTON (#8), the player will go to the beginning of the track. Tap the TUNE - BUTTON
(#8) twice, the player will go to the beginning of the previous track.
3. Tap the VOL +/ VOL - BUTTONS (#2/ #3) to adjust the volume to obtain the desired volume level.

Notes:

1. Refer to the manual of your cell phone, tablet PC, computer or other Bluetooth enabled devices
for Bluetooth operation since it may vary from model to model.

2. If your Bluetooth enabled device does not support A2DP profile, it will not play the music through
the speaker, even if paired (linked).

3. Remember to turn off the JEP-175 when you have finished listening.

4. Don't forget to switch off the power of your Bluetooth device as well.

5. For energy saving, the unit will turn off after 10 minutes when it is not connected to any Bluetooth
device.
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FM RADIO OPERATION

1.Slide the ON/OFF SWITCH (#18) to the ON position to turn on the unit. The multi colors LED
accent lights in speaker will turn on and flash. Tap the SPEAKER LIGHT BUTTON (#1) repeatedly
to turn it on or off.

2.Repeatedly tap the MODE BUTTON (#9), you will step through the different modes available:

Bluetooth -> FM Radio -> AUX IN -> USB.

*Note: When stepping through the modes, USB and AUX IN will be skipped unless a USB flash
drive is inserted, and an Auxiliary line-in cord is plugged in.

3.Tap the MODE BUTTON (#9) repeatedly to select FM radio mode. The FM LED INDICATOR (#5)
will light. A beep tone is to confirm the unit switch to FM RADIO mode.

4.Press and hold the PLAY/PAUSE »I BUTTON (#10) on the JEP-175 to reset the FM radio to the
lowest station on the FM band (87.5MHz). Follow the Manual Tune or Automatic Tuning
instructions below to change to the station you want to listen to.

5.Manual Tuning: Repeatedly tap the TUNE - BUTTON (#8) or TUNE + BUTTON (#11) to manually
adjust the frequency.

6.Automatic Tuning: Press and hold the TUNE - BUTTON (#8) or TUNE + BUTTON (#11) to
automatically search the previous or next available station. The FM LED INDICATOR (#5) will
flash when searching the available station.

7.Tap the VOL +/ VOL - BUTTONS (#2/#3) to adjust the volume to obtain the desired volume level.

8.Slide the ON/OFF SWITCH (#18) to off position to turn off the unit.

NOTE: Press and hold the PLAY/PAUSE »Il BUTTON (#10) on the JEP-175 at any point during the
tuning process to reset the FM radio to the lowest station on the FM band (87.5MHz) if you need to
start the tuning over again.

TIPS FOR BEST RADIO RECEPTION

If FM reception is weak, fully extend the TELESCOPIC ANTENNA (#13) and vary the location of the
unit until you find the strongest signal.

AUX IN OPERATION

You can play other music sources (MP3 or other digital audio players) through the speaker of the
JEP-175 by connecting the AUX IN JACK (#14) to your external player’s audio out jack or
headphone jack.

1.Slide the ON/OFF SWITCH (#18) to the ON position to turn on the unit. The multi colors LED
accent lights in speaker will turn on and flash. Tap the SPEAKER LIGHT BUTTON (#1) repeatedly
to turn it on or off.

2.Plug one end of an audio cable into the AUX IN JACK (#14) and the other end of the cable to the
headphone jack of your digital audio player.

3.The unit will switch to AUX mode automatically or tap the MODE BUTTON (#9) to select AUX mode.
The AUX LED INDICATOR (#6) will light. A beep tone is to confirm the unit switch to AUX mode.

4.Turn on and start playing the external device you plugged into the AUX IN JACK (#14).

5.Tap the + /- BUTTONS (#2/#3) to adjust the volume to obtain the desired volume level.
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Notes:

* If you connect the unit to the Line-Out Jack on your external device, you only need to adjust the
volume control of your unit. If you connect to the Headphone Jack of your external device, you
may need to adjust both the volume controls of your external device and the unit to obtain the
desirable listening level.

+ Remember to turn off the unit when you have finished listening. Don't forget to switch off the
power of your external audio device as well.

USB OPERATION

The JEP-175 can decode and playback MP3 files that are stored on a USB flash drive when
plugged into the USB connecting port on the front.

1. Slide the ON/OFF SWITCH (#18) to the ON position to turn on the unit. The multi colors LED
accent lights in speaker will turn on and flash. Tap the SPEAKER LIGHT BUTTON (#1)
repeatedly to turn it on or off.

2. Insert a USB drive into the USB PORT (#15).

3. The unit will switch to USB mode automatically or tap the MODE BUTTON (#9) to select USB
mode. The USB LED INDICATOR (#7) will light steadily and a beep tone is to confirm the unit
switch to USB mode.

4. During USB play mode, press PLAY/PAUSE »lI BUTTON (#10) on the JEP-175 to play or pause
the USB drive.

5. During PLAY mode, tap TUNE + BUTTON (#11), the player will go to next track. Tap the
TUNE - BUTTON (#8), the player will go to the beginning of the previous track.

6. Tap the VOL +/VOL - BUTTONS (#2/#3) to adjust the volume to obtain the desired volume level.

Remarks

- The system will read all the individual tracks from the oldest one stored in the USB drive up to the
latest one. After finishing all individual tracks, it will go to play the folder based on the time
sequence which is the time of access.

- USB PORT (#15) does not support connection with a USB extension cable and is not designed to
communicate with computer directly.

- The system can detect and read the file under MP3 format only though the USB PORT (#15).

- If connect the system to MP3 player via the USB PORT (#15), due to variances in MP3 encoding
format, some MP3 player may not be able to play via the USB PORT (#15). This is not a
malfunction of the system.
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USB CHARGING

THE JEP-175 FEATURES A FRONT MOUNTED USB CHARGING PORT (DC 5V-=1 A) FOR
CHARGING YOUR CELL PHONE.

1. Plug the standard end of the USB charging cable that came with your cell phone into the USB
Port (#15) located on the front of the unit. Plug the other end of the charging cable into the
device you wish to charge.

Observe the battery charge indicator on your device to make sure the charging process starts
normally.

Unplug the cable when your device is fully charged.

Tap the SPEAKER LIGHT BUTTON (#1) to turn ON or OFF the flashing light show in the speaker
compartment.
