POWER SOURCE

This radio is designed to operate on multiple power sources.

MPORTAINT: If you pull the insulation tab out to activate the internal 
rechargeable battery and the display does not turn on or the display comes 
on, but the radio and flashlight do not work, you will need to reset the unit 
using the following procedures. 

1. Turn the hand crank to wake up the display. Press the RESET button 
    on the back and the JEP-750 should return to normal operation. Please 
    see “Resetting the Unit” under CARE AND MAINTENANCE section of 
    this manual.
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A) FOUR WAYS TO POWER THE UNIT
1) “DYNAMO” POWER OPERATION

1.A  3.7V DC rechargeable lithium battery is included with JEP-750. When 
   first time using the unit, open the battery compartment and insert the 
   rechargeable battery according to the polarity shows inside the compartment.

2.C lose the Battery Door.

3.L ift the Crank Handle outward until it is fully extended. Rotate the 
    Crank clockwise as shown below. The CHARGING Indicator will light.

4.C ontinue turning the Crank to generate electricity to charge the battery. 
    More power is generated the longer you turn the crank handle, and the 
    Radio listening time will be extended (Radio reception only).

Note: It may require up to 5 - 6 minutes of cranking if the battery is completely 
drained and the LCD clock display and LED light do not work. You may need to 
press the reset button if lithium battery is charged up by cranking but radio or
 LED light does not work.    

5.P ress the Power On/Standby      button to turn on the unit for operation.

Do not burn or bury batteries. Do not puncture or crush. Do not 
disassemble. Recycle Lithium batteries. Do not dispose of in the 
trash.

If the electrolyte in the cells should get on your skin, thoroughly wash with 
soap and water. If in the eyes, rinse thoroughly with cool water.

Follow the manufacturer's instructions for charging the product and do not 
charge longer than recommended. Unplug the charger when the battery is 
charged.



Note: If the battery is completely drained (LCD clock display and LED 
light do not work), it may require very long exposure to direct sunlight 
in order to charge the battery using the solar panel. You should use one 
of the other power modes available if you need to use the radio
immediately.

4) USB Power

The unit has a mini USB jack on the back of the unit under the Rubber 
Dust Cover.
1.U se the mini USB plug side of a 5V DC, 500mA output AC adaptor 
    (not included), and connect it to the USB port on the back of the unit.

2.E nsure the included rechargeable Li-ion Battery is installed and plug 
    the AC adaptor into an 120V AC, 60Hz household outlet.

2. Put the unit in direct sunlight, making sure the solar panel of the unit is 
    facing towards the sun. If the sunlight is strong enough, the solar
    charging Indicator will light indicating the unit is charging. More power 
    is generated the longer you leave the unit in direct sunlight, and the 
    Radio listening time will be extended (Radio reception only).

LOW BATTERY INDICATOR
When using battery power to operate this unit and the battery power 
becomes weak, the low battery icon       will appear & flashing on LCD 
display. You are recommended to charge the rechargeable battery or 
replace the exhausted dry cell batteries immediately.

Note: The USB power adaptor (not included) described above is the same 
type commonly used with smartphones. A USB to mini USB cord 
(not included) is also required for charging the unit via the mini USB jack 
located on the back of the unit.

CLOCK SETTING

When the unit is in standby mode:

Setting 12/24 Hour format

1.P ress and hold the MODE button for 2 seconds to enter clock setting 
    mode, 12 hour format (12 Hr) flashing.

2.T ap the TUNE         button to select 12 hour (12Hr) or 24 hour (24Hr) 
    format, then press MODE button to confirm. Hour digits flashing to 
    prompt for input.

Setting Clock

3.T ap the TUNE         button repeatedly to set the hour value. Press and 
hold the buttons to speed up the forward or reverse scanning of the digits.
Note: Make sure the hour is set so that the AM or PM indicators are 
displayed correctly.
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4.P ress the MODE button after the hour is set, Minute digits flashing to 
    prompt for input.

5.T ap the TUNE         button repeatedly to set the minute value. Press and 
    hold the buttons to speed up the forward or reverse scanning of the digits.  

6.P ress the MODE button again to finish clock setting.
Note: If the unit was reset or if you are charging a completely dead 
battery, you need to set the clock again.

LISTENING TO THE RADIO

1.P ress the      button to turn on the unit, LCD backlight turns on.

2.T ap the MODE button to select AM/FM/Weather band in below 
    sequence. The radio indicator displays.

AM        FM        WB        ALT(WB Alert)

3.T o manually tune to a desired station, repeatedly tap the TUNE 
    button.
4.T o automatically search for stations with strong signals, press and hold 
    the TUNE          button until the frequency digits on display begins to 
    scan then release the button. The tuner will stop on the first strong 
    signal it  finds.

5.P ress VOLUME + / - button to obtain the desired sound level.

6.P ress the       b utton on main unit to turn unit into standby mode after 
   listenning. The LCD backlight will automatically turns off after 20 
   seconds approximate.

Notes:
Manual tune to select weaker stations that might be skipped during 
automatic tuning.
If the automatic tuning does not stop on the exact frequency of the 
station, for example, it stops on 88.9 MHz instead of 88.8 MHz, use the 
manual tuning method to "fine tune" to the exact frequency of the 
desired station.
In power on mode, the LCD backlight will automatically turn off for power 
saving if no buttons are pressed within a 20 seconds period of time.

HINTS FOR BEST RECEPTION:
The AM antenna is located inside the cabinet of the unit. If AM reception 
is weak, change the position of unit until the internal antenna picks up 
the strongest signal.
To insure maximum FM tuner reception, the Telescopic Antenna should 
be fully extended and rotated to obtain the best possible station reception.

1.P ress the      button to turn on the unit.

2.T ap the MODE button to select weather band until "WB" icon appears 
    steadily on display.

3.T ap the TUNE          button to select your local weather broadcasting.

5.T o turn the radio off, press the        button.

Note: With regard to the NOAA Weather Band: You need to identify which 
band receives your local weather band report. When you change locations 
either to another city or state, you may need to choose a different band to 
get the local report in that location.

HINTS FOR BEST RECEPTION:
To insure maximum weather band reception, the Telescopic Antenna 
should be fully extended and rotated to obtain the best possible station 
reception. 

2) RECEIVING AN EMERGENCY WEATHER ALERT
The Weather Alert function allows you to set the weather radio to a standby 
mode that will turn the radio on automatically if there is a severe weather 
emergency in your area. To receive emergency weather alert warnings, 
turn the unit on, tune to the strongest local NOAA weather channel, adjust 
the volume to a level that you will hear when an alert is received. The radio 
remains silent until an “alert” broadcast occurs. 

1.T ap the MODE button to select weather band until “WB” appears on 
    display steadily.

2.T ap the TUNE         button to select your local weather station.

3.T ap the MODE button again to enter weather alert standby mode, 
     “ALT” icon will appear in display. Unit will go on automatically when 
     there is an alert from the National Weather Service. 
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4.T ap the MODE button to turn off the NOAA Alert by switch it to other 
    mode. It is recommended to use the AC adaptor to power the radio when 
    you turn on the NOAA  Alert.

Note:
     1.) The radio will continue to drain the battery if it's left in Weather Standby 
          Mode, so it is highly recommended that you use a USB power adaptor 
          (not included) to prevent the battery from completely draining and turning 
          the radio off while in use. See the "USB POWER" section above for more 
          information on the USB charger.

CHARGING THE INTERNAL BATTERY

DYNAMO CHARGING
1.C orrectly install the rechargeable Lithium battery included with the radio.

     2.) NOAA Weather band is a service broadcast of the U.S.Government 
          and available in all 50 states, Puerto Rico and the U.S. Virgin Islands. 
     3.) The NOAA Weather Service broadcasts a test alert every Wednesday 
           between 11 am and Noon. To receive the broadcasts, the radio must 
           be within the range of the local broadcast site, 10 - 40 miles, 
           depending on terrain and obstructions.

2 When you turn the hand crank, the built-in dynamo will start to generate . 
    electricity. The unit will charge the Lithium battery automatically as long 
    as you turn the hand crank.
3.W hile charging, the RED Charging LED on the back of the unit will be on. 

NOTE: While the intensity of the battery power is limited, when the low 
battery indicator on LCD display turns On, the rechargeable Lithium battery 
are low, you can turn the hand crank to generate electricity for emergency.

COMPUTER USB CHARGING
1. Correctly install the rechargeable Lithium battery included with the radio.

2.O pen the Rubber Dust Cover and use a standard USB to mini USB cable 
    (not included), plug one end with USB into the computer USB port. Plug 
    the other end with mini USB into mini USB jack of the unit. It will start to 
    charge the Lithium battery automatically when your computer is ON.
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3 While charging, the red Charging LED on back of the unit will be on. It will . 
    turn to green when the battery is fully charged.



Note:
     1.) Before the first use, we recommend you charge the Lithium battery for 
          5-6 hours. Please do not charge the battery longer than recommendation 
          as it will shorten the battery life.
     2.) The radio should not be used while charging with your computer.

SOLAR CHARGING
The solar panel is located on the top of the unit. Reposition the unit towards 
the sun for optimal charging if necessary.

1 Put the unit in direct sunlight and the unit will begin charging the internal . 
    rechargeable battery automatically.
2 While charging, the Charging indicator on the back of the unit will be on.. 

NOTE: The unit can only be charged using outdoor sunlight. Indoor incandescent 
lights and lamps are not strong enough to charge the rechargeable battery properly.

CHARGING YOUR SMART PHONE OR PORTABLE DEVICE

This unit features a USB port for charging your portable device 
(iPod, iPhone, Android phone, etc.)
when used with the USB charging cord that came with your device. 

1.F ully charge the built-in rechargeable lithium battery prior to attaching the device 
    to be charged.

NOTE: If you are using Alkaline batteries to operate the JEP-750, the USB phone 
charging feature will not work. The “PHONE” message will appear on the screen 
to show the mode you are in, but the phone connected to the USB port will not 
charge.
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2.P  lug one end of the USB cable (not included) into the USB port located on the back 
    of the JEP-750. Plug the other end of the cord into the device you wish to charge.

3. Press and hold the   button for 2 seconds until “PHONE” message appears 
    on display.  

4.O  bserve the battery charge indicator on your device and the charging will start 
    immediately.



6.U nplug the cable when your device is charged or when the internal Li-ion battery 
    of the JEP-750 is drained.

CAUTION:
Before charging, please refer to the user manual of the device you wish to 
charge to make sure the charging current required does not exceed 1Amp 
(1,000 mA) of charging current. Overloading the charge circuit may damage 
the JEP-750 and void the warranty.

Note:
     1.) Some smart phones and portable devices use proprietary USB 
           connections and circuitry, so they may not charge when plugged into 
           the USB port. Please refer to your device user manual before you 
           attempt to charge them.
     2.)  It is normal for the JEP-750 to be warm while the USB port is in use 
          and charging your smart phone or portable device.   
     3.)  The unit will switch to standby mode automatically if internal Li-ion 
          battery is drained. 
     4.)  After you remove the external device you attached to JEP-750 for 
          charging, wait for 10 – 15 seconds before powering on the unit .
     5.)  In some cases, the internal battery may not fully charge your portable 
          device. It's recommended that if you start to get intermittent charge 
          indications, unplug the device and fully recharge the internal battery 
          of the JEP-750 before attempting to charge your portable device 
          again.

5.I t is recommended that you fully charge the internal Li-ion battery prior to 
    attempting to charge a mobile device with the USB port.

USING THE FLASHLIGHT

An LED flashlight is built into the side of the unit. To use the flashlight, 
press the Flashlight button on the top to turn it on. When the flashlight is on, 
press the button once to turn it off, or quickly press the flashlight button 
twice to change to SOS flashing mode. 
If you press and hold down the flashlight button, a siren will begin to sound 
and the light will begin flashing. Press the flashlight button again to silence 
the siren and turn off the light. 

USE EARBUDS (NOT INCLUDED)

Inserting the plug of your earbuds into the earbuds jack will enable you to 
listen in private. When using earbuds, the speakers will be disconnected.
Read this Important Information before Using Your Earbuds

1.) Avoid extended play at very high volume as it may impair your hearing.
2.) If you experience ringing in your ears, reduce the volume or shut off the unit.
3.) Keep the volume at a reasonable level even if your headset is an open-air 
     type designed to allow you to hear outside sounds. Please note that 
     excessively high volume may still block outside sounds.       

1.D o not subject the unit to excessive force, shock, dust or extreme temperature.

CARE AND MAINTENANCE
